Post of Pharmaceutical

Duties relevant to the post are to decide the suitable evaluation method for the applications
submitted for registration of medicines, medical devices and borderline products following a
primary evaluation/to provide necessary recommendations for the scientific evaluation and
registration of therapeutic goods/to prepare reports after inspecting whether the institutions
that manufacture therapeutic goods comply with the Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP)
and provide necessary recommendations to register such companies/ to follow up on the
standard of the therapeutic goods already registered and to forward samples for laboratory
quality testing/monitor the adverse reactions of the therapeutic goods/ to take action to recall
medicines, medical devices and borderline products which are confirmed to be not up to the
proper standard/ to regulate the clinical trials/to regulate dangerous drugs, to provide relevant
information to the International Narcotic Control Board and to make recommendations on
quantities of drugs required by the private sector and attend to other incidental matters/ to
regulate the publicity work on therapeutic goods/ to conduct awareness programs for health
professionals and the general public/ to provide recommendations for clearance letters and
duty concessions required by the local therapeutic goods manufacturers for importation of raw
materials /to provide the technical observations required for preparation of legal drafts, orders
etc and the relevant coordination work (eg: Regulations on Drug Registration, Regulations
on Prices) / to function as a member appointed by the Act, of the expert committees and
sub committees set up in terms of the provisions of the Act / to provide recommendations
for wholesale and retail pharmacies and transportation of medicines/to inspect, regulate and
prepare reports on good practices in storage, distribution, transportation and maintenance of
pharmacies/Preparation of Standard office Procedure(SOP) and Guidelines / to function as an
Authorized Officer as per the Provisions of the National Medicines Regulatory Authority Act
No. 05 of 2015.
